2.2 COURSE FAMILIARIZATION
There is no familiarisation.

Be careful it is not allowed to ride bikes on the roads L240 and on the
B57. They can only use when they are closed for the race.

The bag drop of is in the city hall (AnnastraRe 2-6, 52477 Alsdorf), there are also toilets.

A recovery area is behind the finish, showers are in the Annabad (Konrad-Adenauer-Allee 7b, 52477 Alsdorf)
it can be used.

2.4. RACE PACKAGE
The Elite after the race briefung and AG Race pack pick up is located at the Absolute Teamsport,
BahnhofstraRRe 56

2.5. DOPING CONTROL
The doping control will be located in the city hall. Doping tests will be conducted according to
NADA rules. The athletes must carry their identification to the doping control facilities.

6.7. PROTEST & APPEALS
Standard procedures will be followed according to the World Triathlon Competition Rules

The LOC will provide to all the Organizing Committee Members, WT Technical Officials, Athletes,
VIPs, media, technical staff, court personnel, volunteers, etc. with an official Accreditation Card.
Info on when and where the accreditations will be distributed.

Only accredited people will be allowed to access certain venue areas. Accreditation Cards provide
access to specific areas of the competition areas.

All accredited people are always requested to carry their Accreditation Cards with them and to show
them upon request. Accreditation Cards are mandatory to enter the venue.
